Entering Grad Song:
Pomp and Circumstance

● How you entered today is how you will enter 
at Millennium Place. 

● PAY ATTENTION TO WHO IS ON EITHER 
SIDE OF YOU (any performers will jump into 
the line before you get backstage).



Timeline:

1. Doors open at 12:00pm

2. You must be at Millenium and ready and in your gown no later 
than 12:30pm

3. Lines get sorted in the hallway (A-L, M-Z). Remember your 
staff leader from today, they will be your leader at Millenium too.

4. When the doors open families go and sit down and grads stay 
behind with staff leaders. 



Timeline:

5. Processional @ 1:00pm (Pomp and Circumstance)- Even if 
you are late, we are still starting at 1:00pm sharp

6. File in Alphabetical order- Performers lead the group with 
Mrs. Sawatzky- Ceremony starts after the processional and all 
grads are seated

7. Welcomes, Land Acknowledgement, O’Canada, Speeches, 
etc.

8. Crossing of the Stage (A-L), receive a rose from Ms. 
Smith, return to seats for speeches

9. Crossing of the Stage (M-Z), receive a rose from Ms. 
Smith, return to seats for speeches, and Honouring 
Song

10. Ceremony Finishes with Mr. Starko and Mrs. Lal 
announcing the Grad Class of 2024- throw the hat

11. Recessional- walk out in alphabetical order- Guests 
are to remain seated while Grads exit 

12. Give your rose to someone to say thank you- staff, 
family member, etc.

Crossing the stage: Remember your place!

● PRACTICE 
● Do not exit your row until the previous row has 

cleared. People on the ends of aisles- Pay 
attention!

● *When you get to the stage, STOP and we will tell 
you what to do next.

● Same order as what you’re sitting in except 
performers join in. Only get up when Jonas and 
Lexi announce your section.

DON’T SHOW YOUR BACK TO THE AUDIENCE

● Miss. Freitag will announce your name- Start walking 
to the “1”

● Mr. Edwards reads your future plans.
● Stop at “1”- Smile, Pose!
● Move to “2”: Mr. Starko will move your tassel and 

Mrs. Lal will give diploma. Smile for picture.
 

● Ms. Poss in the front row will tell you when to stop 
and go if you forget.

● Leave Stage via stairs and go back to your seat- Ms. 
Smith will be there to guide you and hand you a rose
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● Tassel goes on your RIGHT before you cross 
the stage!

● “We will ask the graduates A-L to stand up and get 
ready to cross the stage”
